The initial focus of the MIA Project will be a massive, nation-wide effort to 
locate, identify and inter the unclaimed remains of forgotten veterans.

organizations, local Funeral Homes, State Funeral Commissions, State 

and National Veterans Administration Agencies, and the State and 
National Veterans Cemetery Administrations.

interment of the unclaimed remains of forgotten veterans.
